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BPOS advertising policy 
The Society receives requests to advertise studies, events and positions vacant on its website, or to be circulated to Society members. A three tier approach to advertising is now in place. All requests will be granted at the discretion of the BPOS Executive Committee. 
Twitter: At the discretion of the Executive Committee, advertising requests will be tweeted to the Society’s followers (regardless of membership status).
[bookmark: _GoBack]Website page: At the discretion of the Executive Committee, advertising requests from non-members will be charged a fee of £100 per 3 month period to advertise on a designated page on the Society’s website, in its newsletter and in its e-bulletin (if timing appropriate) and have their request sent directly to Society members via email. 
Situations vacant: Both members and non-members (including charities) will be charged for advertising situations vacant.
Charity requests: Members and charities relevant and / or affiliated to BPOS (e.g. CRUK) would be offered all of the above advertising benefits at no additional cost. However both members and non-members (including charities) will be charged (as above) for advertising situations vacant.
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
